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Coca-Cola moves into new information center

Coca-Cola Enterprises yesterday opened its new Information Technology Development Center in Louisville.

Gov. Steve Beshear and Mayor Jerry Abramson attended a ceremony yesterday morning at the 5,600-square-foot center on Corporate Campus Drive off North Hurstbourne Parkway.

The business-information-services center will be an extension of IT services provided from the system's Atlanta group, where Coca-Cola Enterprises has its headquarters. It also is designed to reduce reliance on external contractors.

By the end of this month, Coca-Cola Enterprises will have 15 full-time employees. The company expects to have 35 employees by the end of the year.

The center is offering high-tech jobs "that will help us keep our best and brightest college students in Louisville," Abramson said.

In addition to full-time opportunities, the development center will have a summer internship program for students.

The Kentucky Economic Development Finance Authority has given preliminarily approval to Coca-Cola Enterprises for tax benefits up to $730,000 under an incentive program.

Coca-Cola Enterprises sells about 80 percent of Coca-Cola's North American product volume.
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
