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GLI to receive U.S. Chamber award

Louisville is to receive the 2008 Community Competitiveness Award from the U.S. Chamber of Commerce’s Institute for a Competitive Workforce.

The award recognizes the work done by Greater Louisville Inc., the metro chamber of commerce, the U.S. Chamber said in a news release.

“As a regional chamber, Louisville demonstrated the leadership to construct top-notch public education and training systems,” Arthur J. Rothkopf, senior vice president of the U.S. Chamber, said in the release.

Rothkopf added that U.S. Chamber officials were impressed with GLI’s HIRE Education Forum, in which postsecondary education officials have gathered to address strategies for improving college graduation rates.

“The number of higher education institutions, the longevity of the project and the successes that HIRE has seen are truly remarkable,” Rothkopf added in the release.
