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idX to add up to 150 jobs

idX, a manufacturer of retail fixtures and custom millwork products, plans to invest $3 million to expand and add new equipment at its operations at River Ridge Commerce Center in Jeffersonville.

The expansion is expected to lead to the creation of up to 150 jobs — production workers, engineers and program managers — by 2011, St. Louis-based idX said in a news release.

The company currently has 140 employees in Jeffersonville.

The Indiana Economic Development Corp. granted idX up to $950,000 in performance-based tax credits and up to $37,500 in training grants to facilitate the expansion, idX said in the release.

idX opened the River Ridge facility in October 2006. The expansion will help idX decrease costs and improve production time, the company said in the release.
