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Jewish Hospital to launch stroke unit

Louisville philanthropists Jim and Dot Patterson have donated $1 million to Jewish Hospital to establish the Dot Patterson Stroke Center.

The center will have an eight-bed unit to provide intermediate care for patients ready to leave the hospital’s intensive care unit but who still require advanced monitoring and attention, Jewish Hospital said in a news release.

The stroke unit is expected to open in April.

The Pattersons’ donation also helped fund the purchase of a CereTom 8-slice portable CT scanner, which will enable imaging to be performed at bedside. The machine will be used in the Jewish Hospital intensive care units.

Jewish Hospital will hold an American Academy of Neurology-sponsored regional stroke conference on May 8. The inaugural Dot Patterson Stroke Institute Symposium will feature nationally renowned stroke experts.
