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Louisville International named fourth-largest cargo airport

Louisville International Airport is the fourth-largest cargo airport in the country, according to Airports Council International North America's 2005 traffic report for the busiest U.S. airports. 

The airport previously was ranked fifth. Its new position reflects its status as a global hub for United Parcel Service Inc. and the company's growing operations in Louisville, including a new air-freight facility that is set to open in July, according to a news release.
