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Outdoors magazine honors E.P. ‘Tom’ Sawyer park

The readers of Get Out! magazine, an online publisher of outdoor adventure in the Ohio River region, have named E.P. “Tom” Sawyer State Park the best urban escape in the region.

Readers of the Athens, Ohio-based magazine also named Carter Caves State Resort Park in northeastern Kentucky as having the best cave in the seven-state region the magazine covers. Kentucky’s Sheltowee Trace Trail, a 260-mile trail that runs the length of the Daniel Boone National Forest, from near the Ohio River to the Tennessee line, was named best backpacking trail.

Sawyer park is a large greenspace with a forested, natural landscape, plus full recreational facilities for team sports.

“We meet big-city needs with a small country feel and scenery,” park manager Chris Head said in a news release.
