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Software maker completes move to Louisville, changes name
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A Minnesota-based software developer has completed moving its executive offices and financial team to Louisville, bringing its local employment to about 50.

Dairyland Healthcare Solutions LLC also has announced that, effective Sept. 15, it will be called Healthland, a name that better reflects its core business of providing software for rural hospitals.

The company also has openings for about 15 more jobs in Louisville, and officials expect to fill some of them with local residents, said presi​dent and CEO James Burgess.

“Dairyland is exactly the kind of company we want to attract to Louisville,” Mayor Jerry Abramson said in a news release. “It’s a high-tech, high-growth company, and I believe they have a bright future in our city.”

Successful division drew corporate offices

About 100 employees remain in Glenwood, Minn., where the company formerly had its executive offices. About 100 more are scattered across the country, Burgess said.

The company made the move to Louisville because its software team, which already was located here, had experienced the most growth compared with other segments of the company, Burgess said. The team develops clinical applications for hospitals.

“Rural hospitals are undergoing a significant transformation,” Burgess said. “They’ve always had billing systems, but now they are adding clinical systems to improve patient safety.”

The company offers a suite of nearly 40 software applications to help very small hospitals manage everything from billing to running their pharmacies.

The applications are designed to be simpler and easier to use than those used in a large, city hospital with lots of support staff, Burgess said.

National company needed new name

The Dairyland name reflects the company’s origins among a group of software developers in the tiny town of Glenwood, Minn., where the company was founded in 1980, Burgess said.

That name works in the dairy country of Minnesota, Wisconsin and Iowa, he said, but not so much elsewhere in the country.

“We wanted people to know we were in the health care field versus the dairy field,” Burgess said.

The company hired a Minneapolis-based branding company called Nametag International Inc. to come up with a new name.

After about four months of research and market testing, the Healthland name was chosen.

It conveys the idea of a modern company with a feeling of integrity and strength, Burgess said, as well as making people think of health care.

The last part of the name also connects back to the company’s original name and its roots, he said.

“We didn’t want a long name that people would turn into an abbreviation,” he said.
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
