Telamon opens Louisville tech center

Telamon Corp., a Carmel, Ind.-based company that provides computer and technical support to AT&T Inc., Thursday opened an office in Louisville.

The office, located at 5001 Gilmore Industrial Court in the Newburg neighborhood, will employ as many as 15 people. Telamon will employ another 20 to 25 people throughout Kentucky to support the operation, Louisville Metro Mayor Jerry Abramson’s office said in a news release.

“It’s a testament to our city that, even in tough and troubled economic times, Louisville can still recruit and land high-tech jobs for our citizens,” Abramson said in the release. “Telamon is a highly respected company known for its diversity, and we in Louisville value diversity, too.”

Telamon in February received preliminary approval from the Kentucky Economic Development Finance Authority board for $435,500 in state tax incentives for up to 10 years.

Established in 1985, Telamon has more than 300 employees in eight locations around the world. Its domestic sites are located in Indianapolis; Atlanta; Philadelphia; Little Rock, Ark.; Chino, Calif.; and McAllen, Texas.

It also has two offices in China, one in Beijing and one in Shanghai.
