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U of L gains top Carnegie ranking

The University of Louisville has received the highest ranking of the Carnegie Foundation for the Advancement of Teaching in the area of community engagement.

The foundation’s ranking identifies U of L as a “community engagement institution,” a classification it developed in 2006.

U of L is one of three schools in Kentucky to earn the Carnegie designation in the two areas of curricular engagement and outreach and partnerships. Berea College and Eastern Kentucky University also achieved both designations.

The University of Kentucky was recognized for curricular engagement.

The U of L classification was a goal of its strategic plan, according to a university news release.

“We are honored to be recognized as a university closely tied to its larger community,” U of L president James Ramsey said in the release. “U of L always has played an integral role in education, health care and economic development in our city and across our state. This designation enforces our key role and helps illustrate our accountability to the commonwealth.”
