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GLI to launch program promoting Louisville internships

Greater Louisville Inc., the metro chamber of commerce, is set on Tuesday to announce a program that seeks to connect college students with Louisville employers for internships.

Intern to Earn, to be unveiled at 2 p.m. at Bellarmine University, helps employers start internships and provides students with advice on seeking temporary placements and social opportunities.

Employers can also post internships on the program's Web site, www.interntoearn.com. There were 78 listings on the site on Monday -- 21 of which were for paid positions -- though application deadlines had passed for some.

GLI worked with the HIRE Education Forum, a coalition of Louisville-area colleges and universities, and WIRED 65, a regional economic development organization, to launch the program.

"Intern to Earn is aimed at making Louisville a hot spot for internships," said Matt Willinger, a spokesman for the program. He said cities like Philadelphia have succeeded with similar programs.
