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Pro-Liquitech, Consumers Choice recognized for inner-city growth

Beverage developer Pro-Liquitech International Inc. and coffee distributor Consumers Choice Coffee have been named to the 2010 Inner City 100, a list of the fastest-growing inner-city companies in the United States.

Pro-Liquitech was ranked No. 84 on the list, and Consumers Choice was ranked No. 93.

The awards were presented by the Initiative for a Competitive Inner City and Bloomberg BusinessWeek at a dinner held Wednesday in Boston.

The winners represent 58 cities and 34 states, according to a news release issued by Boston-based ICIC. Collectively, the 100 companies on the list employ 10,700 people and have created more than 6,300 jobs between 2004 and 2008.

Thirty-four percent of the companies are minority-owned, and 18 percent are women-owned, the release said.

Pro-Liquitech is located at 809 S. Eighth St. Consumers Choice is located at 1118 Quality Choice Place, near the intersection of 12th and Oldham streets.

Both companies often are heralded by Louisville economic development professionals and politicians as success stories for growing their businesses in West Louisville.

The Initiative for a Competitive Inner City is a nonprofit organization founded in 1994 by Harvard Business School Professor Michael E. Porter. Its mission is to promote private-sector job creation in the inner city.
